ANNOTATION

In addition, guests will be offered a wide excursion program to the unique natural and historical attractions
of the Tersky Coast. Thanks to this, guests will not only receive information about Pomeranian history, but will also be able to
feel part of this culture.

Retreat and art programs will help restore mental health, “reboot” and look at life from a different point of view.

Preserving Pomeranian culture is an important stage in preserving the country’s national code. This allows us to preserve
and pass on a unique heritage to future generations, showing them the beauty and richness of the culture of the peoples of Russia.
