Abstract: Today, ethnocultural tourism is becoming one of the promising types of
domestic tourism and a factor in the development of related sectors of the economy on the
territory of the Russian Federation. The Chelyabinsk region is not only an industrial-agrarian
region, a land of lakes, forests and mountains, but also a distinctive region where the border of
Europe and Asia passes. Since time immemorial, the constant movement of the population across
the territory of the Urals has led to the emergence on this land of a variety of ethnic cultures and
traditions that are the property of the people.

The paper presents the idea of creating an accommodation facility, namely a recreation
center, located on the territory of the Zlatoust urban district of the Chelyabinsk region, next to the
territory of the Taganay National Park. The ethno-complex “Moonlight” is a means of
accommodating year-round tourists, perfectly combining opportunities for the implementation of
environmental and cultural tourism. The competitive advantages of the presented base are its
location, comfortable living conditions, and a wide range of ethnocultural events that will satisfy
the needs of even the most sophisticated consumer. The concept of the presented accommodation
facility is based on the idea of creating a unique ethno-complex designed to introduce consumers
to the culture and traditions of the indigenous inhabitants of the Chelyabinsk region. As a result of
the work carried out, the location of the ethno-complex was selected with its target justification,
its classification was carried out in terms of type and category, the target audience and its needs
were identified, and a visualization of the zoning of the territory and recreation center facilities
was presented.
