An accounting clerk is a financial record keeper who uses specialized ledgers and software to record and process expenditures, receipts, payroll and all
other financial transactions for a business or organization. This position requires an aptitude for math, attention to detail, familiarity with basic
accounting procedures, and computer and ten-key proficiency. Jobs in this field range from entry level accounting data entry clerks to full-charge
bookkeepers.
An entry level accounting clerk is generally required to provide clerical and accounting support for the accounting department. He must maintain
accurate records and files, process and mail invoices and payments, type reports, and key data into a general ledger computer system. Flexibility and a
willingness to perform a variety of support tasks are essential to success in this position.
An accounting clerk in a large company may specialize in a specific area, such as accounts payable (A/P), accounts receivable (A/R), or payroll. An
A/P clerk will update and maintain records concerning all expenditures, including company credit cards and employee reimbursement reports. He will
process vendor invoices, review and monitor early payment discounts according to company policies, and assure that payments are sent within the
appropriate time frame.

What is Money?

Money is one of the most important inventions of humankind. Without it a complex, modern economy based on the division of labor, and the exchange
of goods and services, would be impossible. When you buy a candy bar, you may pay for it with a coin or paper note. The storekeeper knows that you
will eat candy, and that he never will be able to get it back from you. He also knows that he can eat neither the coin nor the note you gave him. Why
does he accept the coin or note in trade for candy? It is because the coin is money. At first sight answering the question what money is seems obvious;
the man or woman in the street would agree on coins and bank notes, but would they accept them from any country? What about checks? They would
probably be less willing to accept them than their country's coins and notes. What about credit cards and gold? The gold standard belongs to history but
even today many rich people in different parts of the world rather keep some of their wealth in the form of gold than in official, inflation-prone
currencies. The attractiveness of gold, from aesthetic point of view, and its resistance to corrosion are two of the properties which led to its use for
monetary transactions years.

Great Britain is a parliamentary monarchy. The power of the Queen is limited by the Parliament. It means that the sovereign reigns but does not
rule. Britain does not have a written constitution, but a set of laws. Parliament is the most important authority in. Britain. It comprises the House of
Commons, the House of Lords and the Monarch in her constitutional role. In reality the House of Commons is the only one of the three, which has
true power.

The Monarch serves formally as head of state. But the Monarch is expected to be politically neutral and should not make political decisions. The
present sovereign of Great Britain is Queen Elizabeth II (the second). She was crowned in Westminster Abbey in 1953.

The House of Commons has 650 elected Members of Parliament (MPs), each representing a local constituency.

They are elected by secret ballot. General elections are held every five years. The country is divided into 650 constituencies. All citizens aged 18



have the right to vote, but voting is not compulsory in Britain. The candidate polling the largest number of votes in a constituency is elected. The
functions of the House of Commons are legislation and scrutiny of government activities. The House of Commons is presided over by the Speaker.
The Government appoints the Speaker.

An electroscope is a sensitive instrument for detecting small electric charges. It consists of a glass-jar closed with a stopper of insulting material in
which is fitted a varnished glass-tube. A rod passes through the tube. At the top of the rod there is a metal ball or disc and at the bottom of the rod two
pieces of gold leaf are suspended. When a charge is brought near the electroscope, a charge of opposite sign is induced on the metal ball, and a charge
of the same sign appears on the two of the gold leaves. Since, the two pieces of gold leaf now have charges of like sign they repel each other.
